Step 1 
Insert the disk and wait for the window (left) to display. 
 
You will be required to restart your computer.  Make sure all data has been saved 
and all programs are closed.

Now place a diamond in the stage and center it.  Place the cup over the diamond.

       Once you have centered and placed the cover over   
       the diamond, rotate (twist) the stage until    
       it comes into view.  Focus on the girdle so that it is   
       sharp and clear.        

      
 
 
 
 
 
 



Settings 
 
Feel free to experiment with the settings to optimize the look you want and that best suits your lighting 
environment. 
 

             
The camera and software automatically adjust once every second to maximize the beauty of the image. If you 
wish, you can optimize the image by adjusting the settings as shown above.  Any lighting environment can be 
optimized to the location of the camera.  If you notice any “Hot Spots” or brighter areas of the image i.e. one 
side or part of the image is brighter than the other, simply place your hand above the camera, slightly blocking 
the light, and you will notice the image automatically optimize.   
 

 
 

To reduce or increase the size of the view window,  
click the box indicated and select the best size.

“How to Crop an Image” 
 
After you have clicked on the “Camera”  icon to capture an image, you can remove the excess background area 
from the image leaving only what you want to save.  

 
Click on the “Select” button (Shown above).  Left click on the image and frame the area you want to keep. This 
will draw a border around the area.  If you are not satisfied with the outlined area, left click in the center of the 
border to drag it to a better location.  To outline a new area, left click outside the border and select a new area. 
Once you are satisfied with the selection, click “Image”  on the tool bar and click on “Crop”.
