If you
wish, you can optimize the image by adjusting the settings as shown above. hing lemvironment can be
optimized to the location of the camera. If you notice any “Hot Spots” or brigtgas of the image i.e. one
side or part of the image is brighter than the other, simply place your hand aboamtra, slightly blocking

the light, and you will notice the image automatically optimize.

To reduce or increase the size of the view window,
click the box indicated and select the best size.
