Blue Light that is blocked by the observer.  In well cut diamonds, this represents ‘Positive Contrast’ 
Red The most intense light that comes directly from the source and contributes to ‘Brilliance’  
Green Less intense than red, this area contributed to brilliance in ‘Fancy Cuts’ 
Black Leakage

a. Place the loose diamond on the appropriate stage  
b. Place the ASET cover on the base  
c. Center the cover (The base is grooved so you will feel it go into position) 
d. Look into the eye piece and slide the diamond to the center so that it can be seen clearly 

 
**NOTE**

a. Mounted goods ring and post (earring) adapter 
b. Place adapter and item in lighted base 
c. Add the mounted goods adapter/spacer** (The base is grooved so you will feel it go into position) 
d. Place the ASET cover on the adapter (The adapter is grooved so you will feel it go into position) 
e. View the goods through the eyepiece (Center as needed)

Only use the ‘Adapter/Spacer’ when viewing mounted goods
